As part of the Leeds Site Allocation Plan public consultation process, I would like to formally object to the proposed development of the following sites: 

 HG2-41 (4240) - Fields South of A65 from Horsforth & Rawdon RA to crematorium

  HG2-42 (1016) - Fields at Broadway and Calverley Lane, Horsforth

  HG2-43 (5009) - Fields at Horsforth College Campus

It is my understanding that the proposed development sites are NOT consistent with the national policy, specifically with regard to GREEN BELT. Leeds must continue to protect our Green Belt and greenfields. The fields and open green spaces, which are being proposed for development, are important to me as a local resident, a mother and a local school teacher because they are a vital local environmental resource. They provide a place for us to go as a family, where we can teach our children about naturally grown food, they can experience the joy of picking fresh fruit and share precious memories with family and friends. I have also been lucky enough to use these areas as a teaching resource, where we have picked fruit, cooked with it and sold or shared our culinary delights with family, incorporating environmental and economical learning into our projects. I fully understand the need for more housing but NOT ON OUR GREEN BELT. Cost or ease should not be the reason for eternally forfeiting our green belt. What message are we giving our children and future generations? At a time when we are working so hard to encourage our children to be socially and environmentally aware and caring, to show empathy and value what we have, surely ensuring that our naturally green areas remain intact should be a priority. My children and I use these areas as places to go not only for walks that benefit our health and well-being but also as a place to admire and appreciate the wildlife. Just today we were walking down past the strawberry fields and spotted a heron. Will our local birds be something to see in a zoo in the future? These sites should continue to be part of Leeds’ ‘Strategic Green Infrastructure’ as identified in the Adopted Core Strategy.

[bookmark: _GoBack]It is also my understanding that the proposed development sites are NOT consistent with the national policy, specifically with regard to INFRASTRUCTURE. Leeds has insufficient policies in place to address the issues that these developments will generate. Development and infrastructure requirements must be considered side by side. Living relatively close to the recently adapted Horsforth roundabout we have seen our road turn into a rat run as people try to avoid the ongoing bottle neck problems. Speeding and size of some of the vehicles using the road is of grave concern, especially given the number of children that live locally.  My concerns about lack of clear and detailed consideration of infrastructure include the increased volume of traffic, lack of amenities for a growing population (more areas for children to have freedom and play outdoors, well-being facilities such as a swimming pool, local small food shops are needed) and the local cost (who will be paying for new schools).

Please keep me informed of the public examinations, submission of the plans and potential outcome of the review as I would like to retain my right to attend and speak.
