I wish to make you aware of a number of strong objections I have with regard to the proposed development of green belt and green field sites:



· HG1-65 Westbrook Lane (75 Units)

· HG1-66 Westbrook Lane (15 units)

· HG1-69 Low Lane (59 Units)

· HG2-12 Woodlands Drive (130 Units)

· HG2-41 Fields south of A65 from Horsforth roundabout to Rawdon Crematorium (777 units)

· HG2-42 Fields at Broadway and Calverley (18 units)

· HG2-43 Horsforth Campus (206 units)

· HG3-2 Land west of Knott Lane (81 units)

· HG3-3 Land at Rawdon (35 units)

· HG3-4 Layton Wood (130 units)



As a local resident living in close proximity to the above sites, I am of the view that these developments will have a detrimental impact on me and my family’s standard of living, health and wellbeing and should therefore be excluded from these plans.  My specific objections are as follows:



· The plans do not make clear the provision for education and schooling or timelines when such provision would be made available.  This is key service which is already under considerable strain and oversubscribed in the local area.  An additional 1000+ new residents without the facilities to support educational requirements and maintain current standards will have a negative impact on this key service.

· The section of the ring road, A65 and adjoining routes in the proposed development areas are already considered amongst the most congested and dangerous roads in Leeds.  I witness and experience this on a daily basis and despite recent improvements, the road infrastructure clearly cannot cope with the existing traffic volumes affecting both car and bus user.  A further 1000 houses will add to traffic burden, increasing journey times, stress, pollution and above all safety of local residents and passing commuters.

· Rail services are already oversubscribed at peak periods, with insufficient capacity and lack of parking provision.  This already has a burden on commuters and local residents affected by the overspill parking, traffic and inadequate train service.  Again this can only worsen with an additional 1000 new residents.  

· The proposals include no plans for healthcare to support a significant increase in the local population; a service which I feel is already under provisioned in the local area.  This will have a significant impact on the existing community. 

· The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) states that housing development plans should be in line with the capacity of brown field site to accommodate it.  I believe these proposals significantly exceed this capacity resulting in permanent destruction and loss of green field areas.

· NPPF states that states that brown field sites should be prioritised for development over green field sites.  These proposals do not demonstrate the prioritisation of brown field sites across the region over the green field sites listed above.

· NPPF states that the merging of communities must be prevented.  I do not believe this is being considered and that the proposal to develop a further 1000 will have an adverse effect on the identity of the communities affected; Rodley, Horsforth and Rawdon. 





Based on the above, I sincerely hope that you are able to act on my behalf and reject the progression of these greenbelt sites within the development proposals.
