Dear Sir / Madam,

As part of the Leeds Site Allocation Plan public consultation process, I would like to formally object to the proposed development of the following site:

HG2-12-(4254)

It is my understanding that the proposed development sites are NOT consistent with the national policy, specifically with regard to Green Belt. Leeds must continue to protect our Green Belt and green fields.

The fields and open green spaces, which are being proposed for development, are important to me because they separate the developed areas of Horsforth from the green belt. The open space not only provides a visual screen from urbanisation but provides a haven for wildlife.

These sites should continue to be part of Leeds’ ‘Strategic Green Infrastructure’ as identified in the Adopted Core Strategy.

It is my understanding that the proposed development sites are NOT consistent with the national policy, specifically with regard to infrastructure. Leeds has insufficient policies in place to address the issues that these developments will generate. Development and infrastructure requirements must be considered side by side.

Development of these sites on greenfields will lead to nearby villages being engulfed within the ‘Main Urban Area’ and they will no longer be separate ‘Major Settlements’ of their own. Reference, Adopted Core Strategy (Map 3, Settlement Hierarchy).

My concerns include 

1. Additional traffic on the existing congested single lane A65. Any development on A65/Horsforth Ring Road is a major traffic congestion waiting to happen.

2. Pressure on the local schools, even though they have created additional spaces, these will be insufficient for the additional primary places required, but also will completely overwhelm the local high school, both now and in the future.

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Local health services are completely working flat out. It is difficult to get a doctor’s appointment at present.  An additional 131 homes will make this nearly impossible as 131 homes will generate at least 260 residents. Families will only add more.

4. The widening/improvements at Horsforth roundabout have not yet solved the traffic congestion problems at peak times.

5. Travel to Leeds is already stretched as the buses are frequently full at peak times.

6. The environmental impact and pollution from the increased traffic on A65 will add to the existing emissions as these houses will border a very busy trunk road carrying traffic 24hours each day.

7. Horsforth’s local identity will be lost as it becomes a suburb of Leeds.

Please keep me informed of the public examinations, submission of the plans and potential outcome of the review as I would like to retain my right to attend and speak.
