Aggie may be only 2 but she has lived in Horsforth all her life. Clearly she has no understanding of what is proposed but she is already old enough to appreciate her surroundings and I would like to explain to you what the area means to her. 



Aggie has already enjoyed many walks with our family dog Shady around Knott Lane and the Cragg Wood conservation area. The fresh air and exercise keeps us all healthy and happy. Loss of these green areas would have a huge impact on her upbringing and childhood and that of many of her future friends from the Horsforth / Rawdon area.
